Fireworks
 

With fireworks now in the shops here's a timely reminder to 
"Follow The Firework Code":
· Only buy fireworks marked BS7114
· Don't drink alcohol if setting off fireworks
· Keep fireworks in a closed box
· Follow the instructions on each firework
· Light at arm's length, using a taper
· Stand well back
· Never go near a firework that has been lit.  Even if it hasn't gone off, it could still explode
· Never put fireworks in your pocket or throw them
· Always supervise children around fireworks
· Light sparklers one at a time and wear gloves
· Never give sparklers to a child under five
· Keep pets indoors
· Be safe not sorry
Fire fact: Sparklers burn at 200ºc.  Do not allow children to use them unsupervised.


Here’s some important information from North Wilts District Council:


“It is now an offence for fireworks to be let off after 11pm, at either a private or public function.

If you have any concerns with noise from fireworks after this time, please contact your local Police station, who enforce this law.

All responsible dog owners should keep their dogs inside when fireworks in their area are taking place.
